In order to provide new electrical service to the Bolsa Grande High School site,
Southern California Edison is requiring an easement to install and
maintain/operate the transformer. School districts must follow a specific statutory
process for dedicating a utility easement that involves: 1) the Board approving a
resolution of intent to dedicate the utility easement at one meeting; 2) staff giving
public notice for a hearing to be held at a second meeting; and 3) holding a
public hearing at the second meeting and then approving a second resolution
dedicating the easement, which must be adopted by a two-thirds vote of the
Board.

On April 4, 2017, the Board approved Resolution No. 26 declaring its intent to
dedicate an easement. On April 7, 2017, a notice was published in a newspaper
of general circulation and the same notice, along with Resolution No. 26, was
posted at three district sites. On April 18, 2017, the governing board conducted a
public hearing.
