Requests for bids were sent to vendors for the transportation of the district’s 
special education students. Bids were evaluated based on cost per bus per day, 
cost of extra hours, price structure, and pricing methodology for projected annual 
cost of service. The bid instructions and conditions contain provisions for 
awarding and renewing the contract in accordance with Education Code Sections 
39802 and 39803. 

 
The district received one bid packet submitted by Durham School Services. The 
bid offers a one-year term option with four one-year options to extend. Annual 
price increases are not to exceed the percentage change increase of the 
consumer price index (CPI). The projected annual cost of transporting special 
education students is approximately $4.1 million based on current services. 
Funds are budgeted in the General Fund. The bid is on file in the Purchasing

Effective October 12, 1994, the State of California approved the use of California 
Multiple Award Schedules (CMAS) by local governments (i.e. city, county, 
district, or other local governmental body empowered to expend public funds) for 
information technology products and services. Using a CMAS contract would be 
a cost-effective manner of procurement for information technology products and 
services. 

 
Public Contract Code Sections 10298, 10299, and 12100 provide that the 
governing board of any school district, without advertising for bids, may authorize 
any public agency to purchase equipment and services for its use in the manner 
in which the public agency is authorized by law to make such purchases. The 
State of California authorized school districts to purchase product and services 
from GRM Information Management Services of California, LLC (CMAS Contract 
No. 3-14-36-0098A) on the California Multiple Award Schedules in accordance 
with the same specifications, terms, and conditions. The State of California 
CMAS contract with GRM Information Management Services of California, LLC 
is valid from January 17, 2014, through November 30, 2016.

The district entered into an agreement with the Orange County Teachers Federal 
Credit Union (now known as SchoolsFirst Federal Credit Union - SFFCU) in 2001 
for the provision of automated teller machine (ATM) services.  The agreement 
provided for an initial term of five years, with extensions subject to mutual 
approval after the first five-year term. The SFFCU desires to extend the 
agreement for another five-year period from May 31, 2016, through May 31, 
2021.  The district will receive a $25 increase to $125 per month to cover the 
monthly utilities.  The ATM is a self-standing kiosk located on the southwestern 
portion of the district’s education center.  It has provided improved credit union 
financial services to the district’s employees and local community.

Education Code 35256 requires each school district to annually prepare and 
make available the School Accountability Report Card (SARC). The SARC 
includes reportable information items such as average salary information of 
teachers and administrators, expenditures per pupil, types of services offered at 
each school site, drop-out rates, progress toward reducing class sizes, and 
teaching credential information. Other reportable items are required such as 
graduation rate, number of advanced placement courses offered by subject, the 
school’s Academic Performance Index, and participation in special programs or 
grants. 
 
The district has retained the services of School Innovations & Achievement, Inc. 
to assist with data compilation, analysis, and development of the annual reports 
for the district and each school since the 2001-02 school year. School 
Innovations & Achievement, Inc. is proposing no increase to the current 2016-17 
year annual fee of $60,800 and may extend for two additional one-year periods.
