The Garden Grove Unified School District requests permission to apply for the
Orange County United Way (OCUW) K-3 Read and Succeed Grant. The OCUW
grant seeks to support programs that demonstrate progress towards increasing
the number of students reading at grade level in kindergarten through third
grade. Programs would be implemented in high-priority populations, where 60
percent or more of students are receiving free or reduced lunch. The two-year
grant will provide the district with $100,000 each year, a total grant award of
$200,000.

Participating schools will implement district-recommended intervention programs
during the school day or afterschool, in a small group setting. Funding will be
used to purchase materials and curriculum, train teachers, and provide hourly
compensation for teachers working in afterschool programs. The district will
provide OCUW with non-identifiable student data from the Dynamic Indicators of
Basic Early Literacy Skills (DIBELS) three times annually.

It is recommended that the Board approve permission to apply for and accept
funding for the Orange County United Way K-3 Read and Succeed Grant,
supporting early reading literacy in kindergarten through third grade at selected
schools.
