These one-time funds must be spent by June 30, 
2015, and may be expended for any of the following purposes: 
 
•     Professional development for teachers, administrators, and 

paraprofessional educators or other classified employees  
•     Instructional materials aligned to the academic content standards  
•     Integration of these academic content standards  through 

technology-based instruction for purposes of improving the academic 
performance of pupils 

 
As a condition of receiving CCSS implementation funds, the Garden Grove 
Unified School District is required to develop and adopt a plan delineating how 
these funds will be spent.   
 
Garden Grove Unified School District plans to utilize the CCSS one-time funds 
as follows:

The Second Interim Report for Revenues, Expenditures, and Changes in Fund 
Balances is submitted for the period ending January 31, 2014. This report uses 
the 2013-14 First Interim Report as the base and provides a comparison of the 
actual and projected revenues and expenditures. 

 
Based on available financial information, the governor’s proposed budget, and 
current forecasts, the district will be able to meet its financial obligations for the 
balance of the fiscal year and two subsequent fiscal year; therefore, assigning a 
positive certification to its Second Interim Budget. In submitting the 2013-14
