Effective January 2014, the State Allocation Board (SAB) approved the increase
of developer fee rates to $3.36 per square foot of assessable space for new
residential construction; $0.54 per square foot of assessable space for new
residential construction used exclusively for the housing of senior citizens; $0.54
per square foot of chargeable covered and enclosed space for
commercial/industrial construction; and $0.03 per square foot for covered and
enclosed space for rental self-storage properties. The SAB is allowed to increase
fees biennially per Government Code Section 65995. Education Code Section
17620 allows the district to establish new maximum amounts by adopting a
board resolution and holding a public hearing. A Notice of Public Hearing was
posted 45 days prior to the meeting. The School Fee Justification Study has
been available for public inspection and comment from February 28, 2014,
through March 18, 2014. If approved, the revised fees will become effective May
17, 2014.

Procedural requirements for the raising of fees are outlined in the Garden Grove
Unified School District School Fee Justification Study Report.

It is recommended that the Board adopt Resolution No. 26 which authorizes an
increase in Statutory School Fees on residential development from $3.20 to
$3.36 per square foot; on commercial/industrial development from $0.51 to $0.54
per square foot; $0.54 per square foot of assessable space for new residential
