Public Contract Code 3400 provides that the district may specify designated
product in its specification for bids or requests for proposals in connection with
the construction, alteration, or repair of public works upon a finding by the Board
of Education.

The district intends to specify a designated product for roofing as the only
acceptable materials, products, things, or services for use on construction
projects in order to match other products in use on other district public
improvements either completed or in the course of completion.

The use of the designated product is necessary because the district has incurred
significant costs to train its employees to service and maintain specific current
products and systems and the ongoing maintenance, repair, and other work that
district staff and/or service providers will have to perform on those products or
systems will be simplified, more efficient, and less costly. Also, the warranties
and guarantees for the designated product will be easier to coordinate, track,
and service in the years to come if they are with the same
manufacturers/vendors of the particular products or systems.

The district would save substantial costs by implementing uniform systems and
installing uniform products throughout the district, thereby facilitating uniform
maintenance procedures, engineering specifications, and overall system and
product reliability.
