Chairperson West convened closed session at 5:35 p.m to discuss (1) with the Superintendent,
Assistant Superintendent of Business Services, and Director of Facilities pending litigation
(Government Code Section 54956.9); and (2) with the Superintendent, Assistant
Superintendent of Personnel Services, and Director of Classified Personnel employee
discipline (Government Code Section 54957). No action was taken in closed session. Closed
session was adjourned at 7:00 p.m.

The meeting was called to order by Chairperson West at 7:01 p.m. followed by the Pledge of
Allegiance.

Trustee Harden was absent from the meeting due to personal business. Student
Representative Juarez was absent from the meeting due to personal business.

Raul Rodriguez, Chancellor of the Rancho Santiago Community College District, and Erlinda
Martinez, President of Santa Ana College, addressed the Board to give information regarding
the bond their college district is proposing.

Hearing no comments or corrections, Chairperson West declared the Minutes of the
September 18, 2012, Regular Board Meeting approved as submitted.

Stuart Moe, Director of Facilities, presented a report to update the Board on Measure A school
site modernization projects.

On motion of Trustee Lan Nguyen, seconded by Trustee Bao Nguyen, and unanimously
carried, the Board of Education approved the Agreement with John W. Gardener Center,
Stanford University to release student data in order to assist the district with data analysis for
the purpose of program evaluation with a focus on college readiness.

On motion of Trustee Reed, seconded by Trustee Bao Nguyen, and unanimously carried, the
Board of Education adopted Resolution No. 15 which approves acceptance of continued
funding for the Cal-SAFE program in the amount of $406,869 for the 2012-13 fiscal year and
authorizes certain district officials/employees to sign related documents on behalf of the
governing board.

On motion of Trustee Reed, seconded by Trustee Bao Nguyen, and unanimously carried, the
Board of Education granted permission to accept funding of the Understanding American
Citizenship program through the U.S. Department of Education Teaching American History
grant in the amount of $9,700 for the 2012-13 school year.

On motion of Trustee Reed, seconded by Trustee Bao Nguyen, and unanimously carried, the
Board of Education approved participation by (1) 55 La Quinta eleventh grade AVID students
in AVID Northern California University Visit at various northern California universities (Cal Poly
San Luis Obispo, CSU Fresno, CSU Merced, CSU San Francisco, University of the Pacific,
University of San Francisco) on November 18-21; (2) 37 Bolsa Grande eleventh grade AVID
students in AVID 11" Grade College Road Trip at various central and northern California
