Chairperson West convened closed session at 6:15 p.m to discuss (1) budget related to
negotiations with the Superintendent; Assistant Superintendents of Business Services,
Personnel Services, and Secondary Education; Director of Classified Personnel; and Executive
Director of Business Services (Government Code Section 54957.6); and (2) public employee
discipline with the Superintendent and Director of Classified Personnel (Government Code
Section 54957). No action was taken in closed session. Closed session was adjourned at 6:58
p.m.

The meeting was called to order by Chairperson West at 7:02 p.m. followed by the Pledge of
Allegiance.

Corey Wilson, applicant for a district position, addressed the Board to introduce himself and
give brief background information.

Tina Gurney, GGEA president, addressed the Board to share GGEA news. She wished all a
nice spring break.

Hearing no comments or corrections, Chairperson West declared the Minutes of the March 19,
2013, Regular Board Meeting approved as submitted.

Joli Armitage, Assistant Superintendent of Personnel Services, addressed the Board to present
the district’s response to initial contract proposals from the CSEA and Supervisory Unit.

Jim Carter, Michael Keller, Clark Osborne (Coordinators of Special Education), and Lorraine
Rae (Executive Director of Special Education/Student Services) presented an overview of
special education services.

On motion of Trustee Harden, seconded by Trustee Reed, and unanimously carried, the Board
of Education granted authorization to enter into a contractual agreement with the referenced
nonpublic school and/or agency which has been certified by the California State Department of
Education for the education of the handicapped students for whom this district does not have
appropriate programs for the 2012-13 school year.
