Chairperson West convened closed session at 5:00 p.m. to discuss the superintendent’s
evaluation with the Superintendent (Government Code Section 54957). No action was taken in
closed session. Closed session was adjourned at 6:55 p.m.

The meeting was called to order by Chairperson West at 7:02 p.m. followed by the Pledge of
Allegiance.

Craig Durfey, Garden Grove resident, addressed the Board to request their support in making
streets safe for students who walk to school.

Tina Gustin Gurney, GGEA president, addressed the Board to report that October was
National Bully Awareness month and GGEA held a CTA workshop to educate teachers on
adult bullying.

Hearing no comments or corrections, Chairperson West declared the Minutes of the October
15, 2013, Regular Board Meeting approved as submitted.

Rick Nakano (Assistant Superintendent of Business Services) and Jerry Hills (Assistant
Director of Facilities) presented to the Board an update on school site modernization.

On motion of Trustee Reed, seconded by Trustee Harden, and unanimously carried, the Board
of Education granted authorization to enter into a contractual agreement with the nonpublic
school and/or agency listed which has been certified by the California State Department of
Education for the education of the handicapped students for whom this district does not have
appropriate programs for the 2013-14 school year.

On motion of Trustee Bao Nguyen, seconded by Trustee Reed, and unanimously carried, the
expulsion recommendation agenda item was pulled by the Board of Education for discussion in
closed session after the business of the regular meeting.

On motion of Trustee Lan Nguyen, seconded by Trustee Harden, and unanimously carried, the
Board of Education granted approval to K-12 teachers in the Garden Grove Unified School
District to participate in the 2013-14 Schools First Education Foundation Grant Program.

On motion of Trustee Lan Nguyen, seconded by Trustee Harden, and unanimously carried, the
Board of Education approved permission to apply for and accept funding for the Orange
County United Way K-3 Read and Succeed Grant, supporting early reading literacy in
kindergarten through third grade at selected schools.

Student Representative Valenzuela reported on the second BRC meeting of the school year.
A new club, Latinos Unidos, which encourages students to strive for college, has started in
district high schools. October was Breast Cancer Awareness month and district high schools
participated by posting pink Breast Cancer Awareness posters, wearing pink t-shirts, and
holding Breast Cancer Awareness games and events.

Trustee Bao Nguyen thanked the GGEA president for her report on what steps the association
is taking to educate teachers on adult bullying. He commented on the Superintendent’s first 90
days in office. He noted his appreciation for the collaborative efforts of the district team.

Trustee Reed commented on the first 90 days of the Superintendent. She thanked staff for the
visual presentation of the modernization update.

Trustee Harden thanked staff for the modernization projects update. He appreciates the efforts
of the team to share information which helps the Board make priority decisions.

Trustee Lan Nguyen commended the Superintendent for her first 90 days in office. He is
amazed by the amount of projects in the works and that they are on track and on budget. He
appreciates the efforts of staff who carry on day in and day out.

Chairperson West congratulated Amy Stevens, district Public Information Officer, on the district
newsletter which he said was excellent. He reported on his attendance at the neighborhood
association meeting held at Garden Park.

Future meetings will be November 19 and December 3, 2013.

Chairperson West convened closed session at 7:38 p.m. to discuss student expulsion with the
Superintendent, the Assistant Superintendent of Student Services/Special Education, the
Director of Alternative Programs, and the parent of the student.
