The meeting was called to order by Chairperson West at 7:00 p.m. followed by the Pledge of
Allegiance.

Craig Durfey, Garden Grove resident, addressed the Board to share information on grant
programs for public street safety and online driving education courses.

Lucy Cali, Linda Elliott, Jana Mclver (CSEA members), and Wyatt McClean (CSEA Labor
Relations Representative) addressed the Board regarding their concerns with negotiations and
the CSEA contract.

Hearing no comments or corrections and with the roll call vote noted below, Chairperson West
declared the Minutes of the November 4, 2014, Regular Board Meeting approved as
submitted.
