Fred Frueh, Garden Grove resident, addressed the Board to share his concerns regarding the
proposed move of Hare to the Chapman Hettinga site and comment on the reporting of public
comments.

Steve Orr, district parent, addressed the Board regarding the move of preschool special
education programs to Carver and an EMF (electric and magnetic fields) report on the

property.

Eric Stoelting, Garden Grove resident, addressed the Board to share a copy of a notification
letter sent out to parents from the OCDE regarding exemptions from testing and to ask if the
district does something similar.

Tina Gurney, President of GGEA, addressed the Board to share information on “Read Across
America” events taking place at the schools.
