The meeting was called to order by Chairperson West at 7:00 p.m. followed by the Pledge of
Allegiance.

Eric Stoelting, Garden Grove resident, addressed the Board to comment on his communication
with staff regarding a letter for opting out of state testing.

Hearing no comments or corrections and with the roll call vote noted below, Chairperson West
declared the Minutes of the March 3, 2015, Regular Board Meeting approved as submitted.

Chairperson West opened the public hearing to receive comments regarding the conveyance
of an easement to Southern California Edison Company at the Mabel Carver Elementary
School site, located at 11150 Santa Rosalia Street, Stanton, CA 9068.
