Chairperson West opened closed session at 5:00 p.m. to receive comments from the public
limited to the item described herein. There were no comments from the public and closed
session commenced at 5:05 p.m. to conference with the Superintendent; Rick Nakano,
Assistant Superintendent of Business Services; Joli Armitage, Assistant Superintendent of
Personnel Services (GGEA); Nancy Mefford, Executive Director of Business Services; and
Suzy Seymour, Director of Classified Personnel (CSEA) (Government Code Section 54957.6).
No action was taken in closed session. Closed session was adjourned at 6:57 p.m.
