The meeting was called to order by Chairperson Lan Nguyen at 7:00 p.m. followed by the
Pledge of Allegiance.

A moment of silence was held for Marshall teacher, Sarah Kay, who recently passed away.

Demian Garcia-Monroy addressed the Board in support of Resolution No. 20 which declares
GGUSD schools as safe and welcoming.

Tina Gurney (President, GGEA) addressed the Board to speak on behalf of CSEA (President
Chris Deleon), GGPPSA (President Steffanie Belasco), GGEA, and the Supervisory Unit (Past
President Vic Chumley) regarding negotiations and wage increase.

Adrienne James and Crystal Cervantes, parents of special needs children, addressed the
Board regarding Special Education concerns.

Hearing no comments or corrections and with the roll call vote noted below, Chairperson Lan
Nguyen declared the Minutes of the March 7, 2017, Regular Board Meeting approved as
submitted.

Chairperson Lan Nguyen opened the public hearings to receive comments from the public
regarding: 1) the adoption of the resolution to dedicate an easement at the Chapman Center,
11852 Knott Avenue, to the City of Garden Grove for utility purposes; and 2) initial contract
proposals from the GGGEA and GGPPSA. There were no comments from the public and the
hearings were closed.

Vic Chumley, Supervisory Unit president, presented the initial bargaining proposals for

Trustee Muneton noted that the student artwork presented that evening was great. He reported
on his visit to Eisenhower to view the Cinderella play; to the Latinos Unidos Cultural Night at
Los Amigos; Irvine and the central kitchen located there; and Bolsa Grande who is in the
WASC Accreditation process.

Trustee Rocco reported on her site visit to Pacifica and Rancho Alamitos for their Open House.
She also attended the Bus Rodeo and was very impressed by the skill of our bus drivers; the
Latinos Unidos Cultural Night at Los Amigos; was invited to the PTA Council Dinner with
Andrea Perez, 4" District Council PTA president, Garden Park’s Math Night; and the
elementary spelling bee.

Trustee Harden had no comments.

Chairperson Lan Nguyen thanked and congratulated staff for their Visual and Performing Arts
program and is very happy with the Board’s commitment to the arts program. He was very
impressed with the Bus Rodeo and the level of dedication and professionalism shown by the
bus drivers. He noted the WASC review that is going on at several of the district high schools
and wished them all good luck. He also commented on his attendance at the elementary
spelling bee.

Trustee Dina Nguyen requested recognition of district bus drivers at a future Board meeting.
