Chairperson Lan Nguyen opened closed session at 5:03 p.m. to receive comments from the
public limited to the item described herein. There were no comments from the public and
closed session commenced at 5:05 p.m. to conference with labor negotiators; the
Superintendent; Joli Armitage, Assistant Superintendent of Personnel Services (GGEA); and
Jason Bevacqua, Director of Personnel Services (Government Code Section 54957.6). No
action was taken in closed session.

The meeting was called to order by Chairperson Lan Nguyen at 7:00 p.m. followed by the
Pledge of Allegiance.

Trustee Muneton thanked Student Representative Portillo for his service to the Board. He
reported on his site visit to Clinton and thanked Principal Jason Shabet and staff for taking him
around the classrooms where he saw the students involved in technology. He commented that
the Clinton team is partnering for the Buena Clinton Family Resource Center to help families at
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Clinton. He noted that May 1 was International Workers’ Day and acknowledged all workers
and staff. He congratulated the Roadeo bus team members.

Trustee Rocco reported on her attendance at the GGSAA annual Community Dinner and
thanked staff and student entertainers. She also attended the AVID Senior Standout event
where Student Representative Portillo was the recipient of a scholarship; the annual Latino
Educational Attainment reception where the district was awarded a $20,000 check for students
to visit the Discovery Cube; and the Gold Ribbon Awards reception where Alamitos, Bell, and
Ralston were recognized along with Cook and Pacifica for awards they received. She noted
that because of the district’s parent education classes and trainings, many of the parents have
become parent leaders. She congratulated the Roadeo district bus team members.

Trustee Harden commented that in the past, he had met a young lady who had just been hired
as a music teacher by the district and now, he was able to enjoy her student’s music at this
year’s community dinner. He also commented on the Board’s decision to go with the AVID
program which has made such an important impact on district students.

Chairperson Lan Nguyen congratulated the Roadeo bus team members for a wonderful job in
the competition and thanked district bus driver's daily work on behalf of the students in the
district.
