Chairperson West opened the public hearing to receive comments from the public regarding
the Proposed Annual Budget 2016-17.

There were no comments from the public and the hearing
was closed.

Chairperson West opened the public hearing to receive comments from the public regarding
the Proposed Local Control and Accountability Plan (LCAP) 2016-17.
